Award Description:

Three one-time awards valued at approximately $10,000 each will be presented to recipients who demonstrate 
an outstanding idea for expanding or growing their farm business. The winners will receive:

• A farm business “audit” and business consultation by a leading agricultural consulting firm;
• Free lap top computer;
• One year free high-speed satellite Internet connection sponsored by netKaster.

Eligibility Requirements:

The Best Practices Renewal Award is available to Alberta farmers who are registered to attend the AgChoices 
2007 event. Farmers must be 18 years or older, own farmland in Alberta and must be able to show how they 
want to expand or add value to their farm.

These Awards are not available to any Alberta farmer whose immediate family member(s) is employed by the 
Alberta or Federal governments.

How to apply, deadline and mailing address for receipt of application: 

The Best Practices Renewal Award application must be received by Thursday, February 1 at 4:30 pm and MUST 
be accompanied by your registration form for the AgChoices 2007 Conference being held in Red Deer on 
February 21, 2007.

Judging criteria and panel:

Winners will be presented their awards at the AgChoices 2007 Conference in 
Red Deer on February 21, 2007 by the Minister of Agriculture, Food and Rural Development.
